Lenten Program begins this Thursday, March 5th from 6-8 PM.  We will be reading Mary Gray Reeves' book Unearthing My Religion.  We will begin with a pot luck supper and discussion.  The evening will conclude by 8PM with Compline.  Child care will be available for the evening.  The program will continue on following Thursday's March 12th and 19th.  We conclude our study on Sunday March 22nd when Bishop Mary will join us at 3 PM for an extended conversation on her book.

During Lent it is the custom to practice intentionally the disciplines of self-examination and self-denial, prayer, and study.  This year I invite you to participate in a lighthearted yet intentional study....called Lent Madness lentmadness.org  Undoubtedly, most of us are familiar with March madness, the brackets for the NCAA basketball tournament.  Lent Madness is a similar single elimination bracket of the great saints of the church.  It begins Round of 32, then the saintly 16, elate 8, faithful 4 and ends with the Golden Halo. In the brackets participants learn about the saints in ever greater detail.  Take the opportunity at lentmadness.org to learn more about the men and women who have shaped our faith and witness. The bracket will be posted in the parish hall for all to examine.
Hygiene bags -  Save the date Monday, March 9th, from 1-3 p.m. in room 5, to assemble hygiene bags for our homeless neighbors.  We hope to bring our running total to 3000 this month.  In just 2 hours you can make a positive difference in the lives of toiletry kit recipients and have fun doing it.  We happily accept donations of all unused toiletry items, and have special need of toothbrushes, toothpaste and combs.  Donations may be left in the labeled box in the parish hall.

Get on the Bus -- The St. Barnabas community is initiating a project to support the work of Get On the Bus, a ministry bringing children from distant parts of California to visit their Dads who are incarcerated at the California Men’s Colony.  The visit takes place on May 30th.  As part of the ministry we are working to raise $2000 to defray the cost of one of fifteen buses bringing children and families to CMC for the day.  We are also recruiting volunteers to be hosts for a party for the children following the visit with their Dads.  The appeal last week generated $350 toward funding the bus.
