Welcome to Indoor Worship at St. Barnabasõ! 

Welcome to our in-person indoor worship service.  In order to worship safely we will: 
¶ Have doors and windows open to provide fresh airflow, 
¶ Be limited to those who have no COVID-19 symptoms and have not recently tested positive for COVID-19. 
¶ Implement physical distancing so that individuals/families are at least six-feet from each other, 
¶ Require that a mask be worn at all times, except when a person has a lead speaking role at that point in the 

worship service, 
¶ Include one-time use paper bulletins, 
¶ Prohibit touching, hugging, and handshakes, 
¶ Permit singing while wearing masks, 
¶ Please note that we do not require Covid vaccination to attend worship at St. Barnabas. 

 
Our bread only Eucharist will be celebrated with pre-cut pita bread consecrated on the altar. The congregation, with 
mask on, will come forward to the steps before the altar rail to receive the consecrated bread from Father Rob and 
Dcn.

There 
is a Collect of the Day 
for each week of the 
year as well as special 
feast days.

 1My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? * 
  and are so far from my cry 
  and from the words of my distress? 
 2O my God, I cry in the daytime, but you do not answer; * 
  by night as well, but I find no rest. 
 3Yet you are the Holy One, * 
  enthroned upon the praises of Israel. 
 4Our forefathers put their trust in you; * 
  they trusted, and you delivered them. 
 5They cried out to you and were delivered; * 
  they trusted in you and were not put to shame. 
 6But as for me, I am a worm and no man, * 
  scorned by all and despised by the people. 
 7All who see me laugh me to scorn; * 
  they curl their lips and wag their heads, saying, 
 8òHe trusted in the Lord; let him deliver him; * 
  let him rescue him, if he delights in him.ó 
 9Yet you are he who took me out of the womb, * 
  and kept me safe upon my motherõs breast. 
 10I have been entrusted to you ever since I was born; * 
  you were my God when I was still in my motherõs womb. 
 11Be not far from me, for trouble is near, * 
  and there is none to help. 
 12Many young bulls encircle me; * 
  strong bulls of Bashan surround me. 
 13They open wide their jaws at me, * 
  like a ravening and a roaring lion.

SECOND READING : Hebrews 4:12-16  
A Reading from Paul's letter to the Hebrews. 

12Indeed, the word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing 
until it divides soul from spirit, joints from marrow; it is able to judge the thoughts and 
intentions of the heart. 13And before him no creature is hidden, but all are naked and laid 
bare to the eyes of the one to whom we must render an account. 

  14Since, then, we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the 
Son of God, let us hold fast to our confession. 15For we do not have a high priest who is 
unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who in every respect has been 
tested as we are, yet without sin. 16Let us therefore approach the throne of grace with 
boldness, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

fulfills and completes 
the Jewish system of 

sacrifice.

19You know the commandments: ôYou shall not 
murder; You shall not commit adultery; You shall not steal; You shall not bear false witness; 

You shall not defraud; Honor your father and mother.õó 20He said to him, òTeacher, I have 
kept all these since my youth.ó 21Jesus, looking at him, loved him and said, òYou lack one 
thing; go, sell what you own, and give the money to the poor, and you will have treasure in 
heaven; then come, follow me.ó 22When he heard this, he was shocked and went away 
grieving, for he had many possessions. 
  23Then Jesus looked around and said to his disciples, òHow hard it will be for those who 
have wealth to enter the kingdom of God!ó 24And the disciples were perplexed at these 
words. But Jesus said to them again, òChildren, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God! 
25It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for someone who is rich to 
enter the kingdom of God.ó 26They were greatly astounded and said to one another, òThen 
who can be saved?ó 27Jesus looked at them and said, òFor mortals it is impossible, but not for 
God; for God all things are possible.ó 
  28Peter began to say to him, òLook, we have left everything and followed you.ó 29Jesus 
said, òTruly I tell you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or mother or 
father or children or fields, for my sake and for the sake of the good news, 30who will not 
receive a hundredfold now in this ageñhouses, brothers and sisters, mothers and children, 
and fields, with persecutionsñand in the age to come eternal life. 31But many who are first 
will be last, and the last will be first.ó

He has spoken through the Prophets. 

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 

We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 

We look for the resurrection of the dead,

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be the Body 
and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord. 
On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave it to 
his friends, and said, òTake, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the 
remembrance of me.ó 
After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, òDrink this, all of you: This is 
my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of 
sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.ó 
Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of thanksgiving, 
 
We celebrate his death and resurrection, 
as we await the day of his coming. 
 
The Celebrant continues 
Lord God of our Fathers and Mothers; God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; God of Sarah, 

Rebecca, Leah, and Rachel.  God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ: Open our eyes to see 

your hand at work in the world about us. Deliver us from the presumption of coming to this 

Table for solace only, and not for strength; for pardon only, and not for renewal. Let the 

grace of this Holy Communion make us one body, one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily 

serve the world in his name. 

Risen Lord, be known to us in the breaking of the Bread. 

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, to 

whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and worship, from 

generation to generation. Amen.
